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  Sutton Veny Primary School SE (Sex Education) Policy
Aims and Objectives for Sex Education 

The aim of SE is to provide children with age appropriate information, explore attitudes and values and develop skills in order to empower them to make positive decisions about their health related behaviour. The DofE recommends that all primary schools should have a sex education programme tailored to the age and the physical and emotional maturity of the pupils. It should ensure that both boys and girls are prepared for the changes that adolescence brings and that the facts are taught in a safe, respectful environment.
The objectives of Sex Education are;

· To provide the knowledge and information to which all pupils are entitled and prepare all pupils for the future
· To clarify/reinforce existing knowledge

· To raise pupils’ self esteem and confidence, especially in their relationships with others;

· To help pupils understand their sexual feelings and behaviour, so they can lead fulfilling and enjoyable lives
· To help pupils’ develop skills (language, decision making, choice, assertiveness) and make the most of their abilities.

· To provide the confidence to be participating members of society and to value themselves and others;

· To help gain access to information and support 

· To develop skills for a healthier, safer lifestyle

· To develop and use communication skills and assertiveness skills to cope with the influences of their peers and the media

· To respect and care for their bodies

· To be prepared for puberty and adulthood
The teaching programme for Sex Education 
(SE SE-Sex Education OVERVIEW FOR DETAILED TEACHING PROGRAM FOR EACH YEAR GROUP.) 
This guidance replaces the Sex and Relationship Education guidance (2000). The School does not teach any additional content, other than the objectives from the statutory Science and Relationship curriculums.
Legal requirements 

All schools must teach relationships education; including puberty, as part of statutory PSHE (Compulsory from September 2020). Parents have the right to request that their child be withdrawn from some or all of sex education delivered in addition to statutory relationships education. All schools must teach the sex-education elements from the Science part of the statutory National Curriculum (Compulsory from September 2014). Parents do not have the right to withdraw their child/children from this.
Every child is entitled to receive sex education regardless of ethnicity, gender, religion, age, culture, disability, sexuality, language, specials needs, disadvantaged and looked after children. It is our intention all children have the opportunity to experience a programme of Sex education at a level which is appropriate for their age and physical development with differentiated provision if required.
The organisation and monitoring of Sex Education 

Sex education is delivered through our Science and PSHE lessons. Sex education is taught by classroom teachers and if appropriate, outside visitors such as the school nurse. Sex education is usually delivered in mixed gender groups. The School also ensures that their teaching and materials are appropriate with regard to the age and religious backgrounds of our pupils.
A range of teaching methods which involve the children’s full participation are used to teach sex education.  These may include use of video, discussion, looking at case studies and drama. Resources to teach sex and relationship education include fiction, reference books, leaflets and extracts from videos. 
Sex education is monitored and evaluated by the PSHE, SCIENCE and PE subject leaders as part of the school’s development plan.  The governing body are responsible for reviewing and approving key policies relating to sex-education and in monitoring the role of the subject leader.
Specific Issues

· Parental consultation 
 As well as informing parents more generally about the school’s overall policy, the school informs parents when aspects of the sex education programme are due to be  taught and  provides opportunities for parents to view the resources being used. This process includes offering parents support in talking to their children about sex education and how to link this with what is being taught in school. 
· Child Protection / Confidentiality 

Teachers need to be aware that effective sex education, which brings an understanding of what is and is not acceptable in a relationship, may lead to disclosure of a child protection issue.

The staff member will inform the Head Teacher /Designated Child Protection person in line with the LEA procedures for child protection.

A member of staff must not promise confidentiality if concerns exist.

· Dealing with difficult questions 

Ground rules are essential to provide an agreed structure to answering sensitive or difficult questions.  This framework facilitates the use of an anonymous question box as a distancing technique.

Teachers will endeavour to answer questions as honestly as possible but if faced with a question they do not feel comfortable answering within the classroom, provision would be made to meet the individual child’s needs.

· Use of visitors
When appropriate, visitors such as the school nurse may be involved in the delivery of sex and                         relationship education, particularly in Key Stage 2.
 ‘Visitors should complement but never substitute or replace planned provision.  It is the PSHE co-  ordinator’s and teacher’s responsibility to plan the curriculum and lessons.’

· Children with SEND
 Teaching and resources will be differentiated as appropriate to address the needs of these children in order for them to have full access to the content of sex education. Teaching sex education requires a graduated, age-appropriate programme. Teaching takes account of the developmental differences of all children.
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
