Online Safety Presentation

As advertised as part of our e-safety week last
term, we are delighted to welcome Mr Karl
Hopwood to Sutton Veny School on Thursday
23" February. Mr Hopwood will be leading a
presentation for parents and carers at 9.15am in
the village hall. He will explore the things
children enjoy doing online and talk about how we
can all work together to help them manage the
risks, as they navigate the online world, which is
having an ever increasing influence on their young
lives. Such is the importance of this topic, we have
invited other parents from other local schools to
ensure the important messages are shared as
widely as possible.

Since the pandemic, the statistics indicate that
many more children than ever before are being
exposed to harmful material through their online
interactions, with the largest increase within 7 —
10 year olds. Please do take up this opportunity
to ensure that you are fully informed, and so that
you know what you can do as parents and carers
to help the children navigate their online
experiences safely.

Compass Schools Collaboration

This year Sutton Veny has been working closely
with four other local schools. We are currently
working alongside Crockerton, Horningsham,
Wylye Valley and Chilmark. We are all rural
schools and we are exploring how we can work
together to help us all drive school improvement
through effective collaboration. We have chosen
to name the group, Compass Schools: ‘Learning
and Navigating Together’. We are hopeful that the
schools can develop a strong partnership for the
benefit of the children.
